Subject: JOINT ACTIVITY (PARTNERSHIP) AGREEMENT FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF TRAINING ACTIVITIES UNDER THE PROJECT "Rights on the move – Rainbow families in Europe " 
The Peace Institute, partner of Rights on the move – Rainbow families in Europe (hereinafter Rights on the Move Project or Rights on the Move), a European Union co-funded project under the Programme Fundamental Rights and Citizenship, grant agreement  n. JUST/2012/FRAC/AG/2805, (hereinafter referred to as the Project Partner), registered address Metelkova 6, 1000 Ljubljana, Slovenia, identification code 5498295, represented by Acting Director dr. Majda Hrženjak, acting according to the articles of association, 
and 

The Supporting Institution ………. (hereinafter referred to as the Institution), registered address …………………., identification code …………………….., represented by ………………., acting according to the articles of association, 
and 

Mr/Mrs …………………… (hereinafter referred to as the Participant), residing at ……………………………………………….,
hereinafter referred to as the Parties, have concluded this agreement (hereinafter referred to as the Agreement), under the general obligation to carry out a decentralized Training event (hereinafter referred to as the decentralized session), in the Country of establishment of the Association. 
PREAMBLE
This Agreement is stipulated with reference to and in accordance with the Call for Training issued by the Partners for the implementation and promotion of the Rights on the Move Project. The Call is part of the legal agreement, yet shall not prevail over any provision in this Agreement. 

Under this Agreement, the Parties are bound to fulfil the obligations originating from the Participant’s attendance to the ‘Training for Trainers’, event to be held in Ljubljana, from 27th to 28th January 2014 (hereinafter referred to as the Training Event). 
In this regard the Parties share their work, knowledge, and resources in order to implement European and national legal training activities under the project ‘RIGHTS ON THE MOVE’, by providing a decentralized session of the Training Event in the countries of the Participant. 

Accordingly, the Association and the Participant take on the obligation to realize a decentralized session with the training support of the Project Partner. The Parties agree that the session will be organized at national level and by the local implementing organization. 

The financial support for the decentralized session will be only provided by the Institution or by the Institution jointly with the Participant. The Supporting Institution will support only the agreed costs for the national event. The Project Partner’s contribution will consist exclusively in providing the training to the Participant and supporting the cost linked to the Training of January 2014.
In light the foregoing the Parities have agreed as follows: 
NOW THEREFORE
Art. 1) The outline of the decentralized sessions is a comprehensive training for lawyers and legal experts in the context of antidiscrimination law with special regard to protection of rights of rainbow families exercising their right to free movement within the EU member states. The Institution must organize a conference or seminar of at least three hours which must focus for at least half of the time on the European protection measures discussed in the modules of the Training Event of January 2014. The conference/seminar has to be attended by at least 20 national legal professionals. After national training but no later than 15 days after the end of the decentralized session the Institution submits a detailed narrative report to the Project Partner, list of participants signed by them and 2 photos of the event. 
Art. 2) The entire budget for the realization of the decentralized sessions will be funded from the Institution or from the Institution jointly with the Participant. 
Art. 3) The results and property created during the implementation of the project at the decentralized level are ownership of the Supporting Institution and/or the Participant. The Supporting Institution and the Participant have no rights upon the materials and outputs of the Central Training of January 2014 or upon the outputs of the Rights on the Move Project whatsoever. 
Art. 4) If required, Rights on the Move will provide scientific assistance in the organisation and implementation of the decentralized session at national level. The Institution and the Participant will notify the Partner about the details of the national event, so that it can be advertised on the Rights on the Move project website http://rightsonthemove.eu/. 
Art. 5) Deadline for realizing the decentralized training session is set at 31 May 2014. 
Art. 6) The Institution and the Participant undertake to fulfil their obligations in a way that will enable achievement of the results, outcomes, and deadlines of the decentralized session. The Institution and the Participant are bound to inform in writing the Project Partner of any change in the data and/or in the impact of the decentralized session.
Art. 7) Any amendments to the Agreement must be mutually agreed upon by all the Parties. The Agreement is valid until all obligations upon the Parties arising from this Agreement are fulfilled or the Agreement is terminated, as provided under art. 8 of the Agreement. 
Art.8) The Agreement is terminated if liquidation or reorganisation is initiated or a bankruptcy or restructuring case is brought against the Institution after the date of signature of this agreement. The Parties agree that the Institution is liable for all the damages the Project Partner or the Participant may suffer as the result of the reason of termination, as provided under the present heading. 
Art. 9) The EU Commission and the Project Partner shall not have any organisational role or responsibility, nor should they be announced as co-organisers of the national events. The Institution agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Participant and the Project’s Partner, its Officers and employees from and against any and all demands, claims, damages, liability, costs, expenses wholly or in part resulting from any acts or omissions regarding the fulfilment of the obligations of this Agreement. 

Art. 10) The Agreement remains valid in case the Institution cannot fulfil the obligations. However, if the Institution is replaced in agreement with the project partner, this contract will be ceased and the decentralized session would be further implemented with no obligations upon the Institution. 
Art. 11) This Agreement and settlement of any disputes connected with it will be governed by the legal procedures of the European Union and the legal acts of the legal system in which the Project Partner has its seat. Each party agrees to personal jurisdiction in any action brought in any court having subject matter jurisdiction over the matters arising under this Agreement. Any suit, action or proceeding arising out of or relating to this Agreement shall only be instituted in the Court where the Project Partner has its legal seat. Each party waives any objection which it may have now or hereafter to the laying of the venue of such action or proceeding and irrevocably submits to the jurisdiction of any such court in any such suit, action or proceeding. 
Art. 12) The Parties represent and guarantee to each other the following: 
1.  by concluding this Agreement, they are not in breach of any contracts or other obligations involving third parties; no consent, approvals, or permits from any third party are required to conclude this Agreement; 

2. the individuals signing this Agreement have authorizations and verifications as required by legal acts; 
3.  there are no legal, administrative, technical, or other type of obstacles to the joint activity stipulated in this Agreement or the achievement of the goals that have been set therein; 

4.  all information that each of the Parties has provided and/or will provide when concluding this Agreement is/will be comprehensive and correct; 

5. the Parties have read this Agreement, understood its consequences, and in witness whereof with free will have signed this Agreement in 3 (three) copies in English, one copy for each. All copies of this Agreement are of equal legal force.
